1. PREPARE BURGER FILLINGS

3. SEASON THE MINCE

3. ASSEMBLE THE PATTIES

Dice shallot and slice tomato. Separate
lettuce leaves and wash. Drain desired
amount of gherkins (store remaining
gherkins in pickling liquid in the fridge).

4. COOK THE BURGERS

Add beef mince to a bowl along with 2
tsp smoked paprika, salt and pepper.
Mix to combine.

5. TOAST THE BUNS

Use 1/4 cup to divide mince into 8 equal
portions and flatten onto chopping board.
Place cheese slices (use to taste) in the
centre of 4 patties. Cover with opposite
patty and pinch edges to seal in cheese.

6. FINISH AND SERVE

Heat a frypan (see notes) over medium-
high heat. Press patties down in pan and
cook for 4-5 minutes each side until
browned. Remove to rest and keep pan
over heat.
