Bring a saucepan of water to a boil.
Add 1/2 packet pasta to boiling water and
cook according to packet instructions or
until al dente. Reserve 1/2 cup cooking
water before draining. Set aside.

4. SIMMER THE SAUCE

Heat a large frypan over medium-high
heat with oil. Dice shallot and bacon. Add
to pan and cook for 5 minutes.

5. FINISH AND SERVE

Stir cream cheese and reserved cooking
water into pan until combined. Cook for a

further 5 minutes.
