1. ROAST THE POTATOES

2. MAKE THE SAUCE

3. ROAST THE SALMON

Set oven to 220°C.

Thinly slice potatoes. Add to a lined oven
tray and toss with oil, salt and pepper.
Roast for 15 minutes (see step 3).

4.TOSS THE COLESLAW

Thinly slice chives (reserve some for
garnish). Add to a bowl along with
yoghurt, 2 tsp vinegar, salt and pepper
(see notes). Mix well.

6P - use 1 tbsp vinegar for 2 tubs
yoghurt.

5. FINISH AND SERVE

Add coleslaw to a large bowl with 1/2 the
prepared sauce. Toss until coleslaw is
well coated.

Divide coleslaw and roasted potatoes
among plates. Serve with crusted salmon
fillets and remaining sauce. Garnish with
reserved chives.

Arrange lupin crumbs on a plate. Coat
salmon in oil, salt and pepper. Press
into lupin to coat. Add to oven tray
with potatoes and cook for a further
8-12, minutes or until salmon is cooked to
your liking.
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
