BABY POTATOES 800g
RED ONION 1
RED CAPSICUM 1

SUN-DRIED TOMATOES 1/2 packet (125g) *
GARLIC CLOVE 1

CASHEW NUTS 1/2 packet (40g) *
GREEN BEANS 1packet (250g)

WHITE FISH FILLETS 2 packets

*Ingredient also used in another recipe

FROM YOUR PANTRY

olive + oil (for cooking), salt, pepper, red wine
vinegar, dried oregano

KEY UTENSILS

large frypan, oven tray, stick blender

NOTES

You can also add a little oil from the sun-dried
tomato packet to the pesto before blending for
extra flavour.

Any leftover pesto keeps for a few days in the
fridge, and can also be frozen for later.

If preferred, cook the beans in 1/4 cup water in
the frypan before frying the fish.

No fish option - white fish fillets are replaced
with chicken schnitzels. Increase cooking time
to 4-5 minutes on each side or until cooked
through.

1. ROAST THE VEGETABLES

2. MAKE THE PESTO

3. COOK THE BEANS

Set oven to 220°C.

Quarter potatoes, slice onion and
capsicum. Toss on a lined oven tray with
oil, salt, pepper and 2 tsp oregano. Roast
for 20-25 minutes or until tender.

4. COOK THE FISH

Place sun-dried tomatoes (see notes),
garlic, cashews, 2 tbsp olive oil and 1 tbsp
vinegar in a jug. Blend, using a stick mixer.
Season with salt and pepper (see notes).

5. FINISH AND PLATE

Heat a frypan with oil. Season fish with
1 tsp oregano, salt and pepper. Add to
pan and cook for 3-4 minutes on each
side or until cooked through.
